The Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Social Justice Commissioner is seeking to hear your views, opinions and experiences in order to identify challenges, priorities and aspirations of women and girls. Your voices will contribute towards shaping solutions to make positive changes for the present and for the future.

The Commissioner will conduct conversations with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women and girls by travelling to communities across Australia in 2018. Whilst the Commissioner will not be able to travel to every community, she is hoping to hear from as many Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women and girls as possible through an online submission process conducted through the Wiyi Yani U Thangani (Women’s Voices) website.   

2. Who is conducting this project?

The conversations are being out carried across Australia by the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Social Justice Commissioner, June Oscar AO, and her team from the Australian Human Rights Commission. 

3. Do I have to take part in this project?

Participation in the face to face engagement is voluntary. If you do not want to take part, you do not have to. If you decide to take part in the conversation, you are free to withdraw at any stage.

4. What does participation in this project require, and are there any risks involved?

There are a few ways you can participate in the project:

(d) You can email us using the on-line submission form as a guide 
(e) You can send us a video of yourself using the online submission as a guide. We encourage you to use your creative expressions such as artwork and music that relate to the challenges, priorities and aspirations of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women and girls.

5. What are the possible benefits in participating in the project?

We hope to use information from this project to help us identify the challenges, priorities and aspirations of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander women and girls. 

6. What will happen to information about me?

By attending a community workshop or completing an online submission, you consent to the research team collecting and using information that will be used for the purposes of the inquiry and may be quoted or referred to in the course of the inquiry (for example, on the Commission’s website or social media platforms) or in a public report produced during the inquiry. 

Your name and personal information you provide will not be published.  If information provided is included in a public report, it will be published under a Creative Commons licence and the contents of the report will be able to be used freely for other purposes. Information will be stored in accordance with the Archives Act 1983 (Cth), the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth) and the Australian Human Rights Commission Act 1986 (Cth).  

The results of the workshops and the questionnaire are completely anonymous. 

7. How and when will I find out what the results of the project are?

The Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Social Justice Commissioner intends to publish a report on the results of this project in 2019. All information published will be done in a way that will not identify you.

This report will be publicly and freely available via the Australian Human Rights Commission’s website.
